ST JOHNôS MEMORIAL GARDEN 
 

The St Johnôs Memorial Garden has been blessed 
and dedicated for ashes of loved ones to be 
interred.  Families who have the remains of loved 
ones interred in the Garden have signed the 
required consent forms to conform with the Parish 
requirement that no plaque or plant or addition of 
any type be added to the garden, except by the 
Parish.  It has been noticed that additional items 
have been placed in the garden and these have 
now been removed.  The removed items are at the 
Parish and, if required, can be collected by phoning 
the Parish Office on 9873 1341.  The Garden has 
been designed and landscaped to make the area a 
pleasant, peaceful area where people are able to 
sit, reflect and pray. 
 
 

A pathway with steps and a handrail has been built 
on the Church side of the Garden and an area for 
wheelchair access has been developed from the 
driveway of the House of Books.  Three bench 
seats have been placed to provide seating.  Roses 
have been planted in the garden beds and these 
are currently being added to as the planting season 
begins.
